At the time that you accept Jesus Christ as
your personal Saviour you receive 34
Things which are UNCONDITIONAL PROM-
ISES stated in the Word of God.

If you live your whole life and never ac-
cept Jesus Christ, who died on the cross in
your place, to pay the penalty for your sins;
and rose again to ever reign with God the
Father, then you will NEVER receive these 34
Things.

How can you receive these 34 Things?
The Word of God says,

34 MIRACLES OF GRACE

1. ALL OF YOUR SINS ARE FORGIVEN.

Ephesians 1:7, “In whom we have redemp-
tion through His blood, the forgiveness of
sins, according to the riches of His GRACE.”

Ephesians 4:32, “And be ye kind one to
another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another,
even as God for Christ’s sake hath forgiven

you.

2. GOD IMPUTES HIS RIGHTEOUSNESS
TO YOU.

Ephesians 4:26, “Be ye angry, and sin not:
let not the sun go down upon your wrath.”

Ephesians 6:14, “Stand therefore, having
your loins girt about with truth, and having
on the breastplate of righteousness.”

2 Corinthians 5:21, “For He hath made Him
to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we

might be made the righteousness of God in
Him.”

Hebrews 10:14, “For by one offering He
hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified.”

3. YOU RECEIVE ETERNAL LIFE.

Ephesians 2:6, 7, “And hath raised us up
together, and made us sit together in heav-
enly places in Christ Jesus: That in the ages to
come He might shew the exceeding riches of
His GRACE in His kindness toward us
through Christ Jesus.”

1 John 5:11, 12, “And this is the record,
that God hath given to us eternal life, and this
life is in His Son. He that hath the Son hath
life; and he that hath not the Son of God hath
not life.”

4. YOU HAVE AN HEIRSHIP.

Ephesians 1:14, 18, “Which is the earnest
of our inheritance until the redemption of the
purchased possession, unto the praise of His
glory.” “The eyes of your understanding be-
ing enlightened; that ye may know what is
the hope of His calling, and what the riches of
the glory of His inheritance in the saints,”

Titus 3:7, “That being justified by His
GRACE, we should be made heirs according
to the hope of eternal life.”

5. YOU BECOME A PRIEST.

Ephesians 2:10, “For we are His workman-
ship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works,
which God hath before ordained that we
should walk in them.”

1 Peter 2:5, 9, “Ye also, as lively stones,
are built up a spiritual house, an holy priest-
hood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices, accept-
able to God by Jesus Christ.” “But ye are a
chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy
nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew
forth the praises of Him who hath called you
out of darkness into His marvellous light.”

Revelation 1:6, “And hath made us kings
and priests unto God and His Father; to Him
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be glory and dominion for ever and ever.
Amen.”

6. YOU SHARE THE DESTINY OF CHRIST.

Ephesians 1:5, “Having predestinated us
unto the adoption of children by Jesus Christ
to Himself, according to the good pleasure of
His will.”

Romans 8:29, “For whom He did foreknow,
He also did predestinate to be conformed to
the image of His Son, that He might be the
Firstborn among many brethren.”

7. YOU ARE REDEEMED.

Ephesians 1:7, “In whom we have redemp-
tion through His blood, the forgiveness of
sins, according to the riches of His GRACE.”

Galatians 5:1, “Stand fast therefore in the
liberty wherewith Christ hath made us free,
and be not entangled again with the yoke of
bondage.”

Romans 3:24, “Being justified freely by

His GRACE through the redemption that is in
Christ Jesus.”

8. YOU ARE A SON OF GOD.

Ephesians 2:16, “And that He might recon-
cile both unto God in one body by the cross,
having slain the enmity thereby.”

Galatians 3:26, “For ye are all the children
of God by faith in Christ Jesus.”

John 1:12, “But as many as received Him,

to them gave He power to become the sons of
God, even to them that believe on His Name.”

9. YOU ARE RECONCILED TO GOD.

Ephesians 2:16, “And that He might recon-
cile both unto God in one body by the cross,
having slain the enmity thereby.”

2 Corinthians 5:20, “Now then we are am-
bassadors for Christ, as though God did be-
seech you by us: we pray you in Christ’s
stead, be ye reconciled to God.”
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10. YOU ARE JUSTIFIED IN GOD’'S SIGHT.

Ephesians 2:19-22, “Now therefore ye are
no more strangers and foreigners, but fellowci-
tizens with the saints, and of the household of
God; And are built upon the foundation of
the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ Him-
self being the chief Corner stone; In whom all
the building fitly framed together groweth
unto an holy temple in the Lord: In whom ye
also are builded together for an habitation of
God through the Spirit.”

Romans 5:1, “Therefore being justified by
faith, we have peace with God through our
Lord Jesus Christ.”

Romans 3:24, “Being justified freely by His
GRACE through the redemption that is in
Christ Jesus.”

Romans 4:5, “But to him that worketh not,
but believeth on Him that justifieth the un-
godly, his faith is counted for righteousness.”

Romans 8:30, “Moreover whom He did
predestinate, them He also called: and whom
He called, them He also justified: and whom
He justified, them He also glorified.”

Titus 3:11, “Knowing that he that is such
is subverted, and sinneth, being condemned
of himself.”

11. YOU ARE SET APART.

Ephesians 5:26-31, “That He might sanc-
tify and cleanse it with the washing of water
by the Word, That He might present it to Him-
self a glorious Church, not having spot, or
wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should
be holy and without blemish. So ought men
to love their wives as their own bodies. He
that loveth his wife loveth himself. For no
man ever yet hated his own flesh; but nour-
isheth and cherisheth it, even as the Lord the
Church: For we are members of His body, of
His flesh, and of His bones. For this cause
shall a man leave his father and mother, and
shall be joined unto his wife, and they two
shall be one flesh.”

1 Corinthians 1:2, 30, “Unto the Church of
God which is at Corinth, to them that are sanc-

tified in Christ Jesus, called to be saints, with
all that in every place call upon the Name of




Jesus Christ our Lord, both theirs and ours.”
“But of Him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of
God is made unto us wisdom, and righteous-
ness, and sanctification, and redemption.”

Hebrews 10:10, 14, “By the which will we
are sanctified through the offering of the body
of Jesus Christ once for all.”

12. YOU ARE TRANSLATED INTO GOD’S
ETERNAL KINGDOM.

Ephesians 2:6, “And hath raised us up to-
gether, and made us sit together in heavenly
places in Christ Jesus.”

Colossians 1:13, “Who hath delivered us
from the power of darkness, and hath trans-
lated us into the kingdom of His dear Son.”

2 Peter 1:11, “For so an entrance shall be
ministered unto you abundantly into the ever-

lasting kingdom of our Lord and Saviour Jesus
Christ.”

1 Thessalonians 2:12, “That ye would walk
worthy of God, who hath called you unto His
kingdom and glory.”

13. YOU ARE REGENERATED BY GOD
THE HOLY SPIRIT.

Ephesians 4:3-8, “Endeavouring to keep
the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.
There is one body, and one Spirit, even as ye
are called in one hope of your calling; One
Lord, one faith, one baptism, One God and Fa-
ther of all, who is above all, and through all,
and in you all. But unto every one of us is
given GRACE according to the measure of the
gift of Christ. Wherefore He saith, When He
ascended up on high, He led captivity cap-
tive, and gave gifts unto men.”

John 3:5, “Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I
say unto thee, Except a man be born of water
and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the king-
dom of God.”

14. YOU ARE BAPTIZED BY GOD THE
HOLY SPIRIT.

Ephesians 4:30, “And grieve not the Holy
Spirit of God, whereby ye are sealed unto the
day of redemption.”

1 Corinthians 12:13, “For by one Spirit are
we all baptized into one body, whether we be
Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free;
and have been all made to drink into one
Spirit.”

15. YOU ARE INDWELT BY GOD THE
HOLY SPIRIT.

Ephesians 3:16, “That He would grant
you, according to the riches of His glory, to be
strengthened with might by His Spirit in the
inner man.”

John 7:39, “(But this spake He of the
Spirit, which they that believe on Him should
receive: for the Holy Spirit was not yet given;
because that Jesus was not yet glorified.)”

Ephesians 2:22, “In whom ye also are
builded together for an habitation of God
through the Spirit.”

“And are built upon
the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Je-
sus Christ Himself being the chief Corner
stone.”

1 Thessalonians 1:4, “Knowing, brethren
beloved, your election of God.”

1 Peter 1:2, “Elect according to the fore-
knowledge of God the Father, through sanctifi-
cation of the Spirit, unto obedience and sprin-
kling of the blood of Jesus Christ: GRACE
unto you, and peace, be multiplied.”

Romans 8:33, “Who shall lay any thing to
the charge of God’s elect? It is God that justi-
fieth.”

19. YOU ARE RELATED TO GOD
THROUGH PROPITIATION.

Ephesians 1:20-23, “Which He wrought in
Christ, when He raised Him from the dead, and
set Him at His own right hand in the heav-
enly places, Far above all principality, and
power, and might, and dominion, and every
name that is named, not only in this world,
but also in that which is to come: And hath
put all things under His feet, and gave Him to
be the Head over all things to the Church,
Which is His body, the fulness of Him that fil-
leth all in all.”
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1 John 2:2, “And He is the propitiation for
our sins: and not for ours only, but also for
the sins of the whole world.”

Romans 3:24, 26, “Being justified freely by
His GRACE through the redemption that is in
Christ Jesus.” “To declare, I say, at this time
His righteousness: that He might be just, and
the Justifier of him which believeth in Jesus.”

20. YOU ARE MADE NIGH UNTO GOD.

Ephesians 2:13, “But now in Christ Jesus

ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh
by the blood of Christ.”

James 4:8, “Draw nigh to God, and He will
draw nigh to you. Cleanse your hands, ye sin-
ners; and purify your hearts, ye double
minded.”

Hebrews 10:22, “Let us draw near with a
true heart in full assurance of faith, having
our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience,
and our bodies washed with pure water.”

21. YOU ARE FREE FROM THE LAW.

Ephesians 2:15, “Having abolished in His
flesh the enmity, even the law of command-
ments contained in ordinances; for to make in
Himself of twain one new man, so making
peace.”

Galatians 3:25, “But after that faith is come,
we are no longer under a schoolmaster.”

Romans 7:4, 6, “Wherefore, my brethren,
ye also are become dead to the law by the
body of Christ; that ye should be married to
another, even to Him who is raised from the
dead, that we should bring forth fruit unto
God.” “But now we are delivered from the
law, that being dead wherein we were held;

Ephesians 2:2-6, “Wherein in time past ye
walked according to the course of this world,
according to the prince of the power of the
air, the spirit that now worketh in the chil-
dren of disobedience: Among whom also we




all had our conversation in times past in the
lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the
flesh and of the mind; and were by nature the
children of wrath, even as others. But God,
who is rich in mercy, for His great love where-
with He loved us, Even when we were dead
in sins, hath quickened us together with
Christ, (by GRACE ye are saved;) And hath
raised us up together, and made us sit to-
gether in heavenly places in Christ Jesus.”

Colossians 1:13, “Who hath delivered us
from the power of darkness, and hath trans-
lated us into the kingdom of His dear Son.”

Colossians 2:13-15, “And you, being dead
in your sins and the uncircumcision of your
flesh, hath He quickened together with Him,
having forgiven you all trespasses; Blotting out
the handwriting of ordinances that was against
us, which was contrary to us, and took it out
of the way, nailing it to His cross; And having
spoiled principalities and powers, He made a
shew of them openly, triumphing over them in
it.”

23. YOU ARE ON THE ROCK, CHRIST
JESUS.

Ephesians 2:20, “And are built upon the
foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus
Christ Himself being the chief Corner stone.”

1 Corinthians 3:11, “For other Foundation

can no man lay than that is laid, which is Jesus
Christ.”

2 Corinthians 1:21, “Now He which sta-
blisheth us with you in Christ, and hath
anointed us, is God.”

24. YOU ARE A GRACE GIFT FROM GOD
TO JESUS CHRIST.

Ephesians 2:7, “That in the ages to come
He might shew the exceeding riches of His
GRACE in His kindness toward us through
Christ Jesus.”

John 17:6, 11, 12, “I have manifested Thy
Name unto the men which Thou gavest Me out
of the world: Thine they were, and Thou gav-
est them Me; and they have kept Thy Word.”
“And now I am no more in the world, but these
are in the world, and I come to Thee. Holy

Father, keep through Thine own Name those
whom Thou hast given Me, that they may be
one, as We are. While I was with them in the
world, I kept them in Thy Name: those that
Thou gavest Me I have kept, and none of them
is lost, but the son of perdition; that the Scrip-
ture might be fulfilled.”

John 17:20, “Neither pray I for these alone,
but for them also which shall believe on Me
through their word.”

(Peculiar people).

1 Peter 2:9, “But ye are a chosen genera-
tion, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a pe-
culiar people; that ye should shew forth the
praises of Him who hath called you out of
darkness into His marvellous light.”

Titus 2:14, “Who gave Himself for us, that
He might redeem us from all iniquity, and
purify unto Himself a peculiar people, zeal-
ous of good works.”

26. YOU HAVE EASY ACCESS TO GOD.

Ephesians 2:18, “For through Him we both
have access by one Spirit unto the Father.”

Romans 5:2, “By Whom also we have ac-
cess by faith into this GRACE wherein we
stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of
God.”

Hebrews 4:14-16, “Seeing then that we
have a great High Priest, that is passed into
the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold
fast our profession. For we have not an High
Priest which cannot be touched with the feel-
ing of our infirmities; but was in all points temp-
ted like as we are, yet without sin. Let us
therefore come boldly unto the throne of
GRACE, that we may obtain mercy, and find
GRACE to help in time of need.”

Hebrews 10:19, 20, “Having therefore,
brethren, boldness to enter into the holiest by

Philippians 3:20,
“For our conversation is in Heaven; from
whence also we look for the Saviour, the Lord
Jesus Christ.”

28. YOU BELONG TO THE HOUSEHOLD
OF GOD.

Ephesians 2:19, “Now therefore ye are no
more strangers and foreigners, but fellowciti-
zens with the saints, and of the household of
God.”

Galatians 6:10, “As we have therefore op-
portunity, let us do good unto all men, especial-
ly unto them who are of the household of faith.”

29. YOU ARE A LIGHT IN THE LORD.

Ephesians 5:8, “For ye were sometimes
darkness, but now are ye light in the Lord: walk
as children of light.”

1 Thessalonians 5:4, “But ye, brethren, are
not in darkness, that that day should overtake
you as a thief.”

30. YOU ARE COMPLETE IN CHRIST.

Ephesians 1:23, “Which is His body, the
fulness of Him that filleth all in all.”

Colossians 2:10, “And ye are complete in
Him, which is the Head of all principality and
power.”

31. YOU ARE GLORIFIED.

Ephesians 2:6, “And hath raised us up to-
gether, and made us sit together in heavenly
places in Christ Jesus.”
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Romans 8:30, “Moreover whom He did
predestinate, them He also called: and whom
He called, them He also justified: and whom
He justified, them He also glorified.”

32. YOU ARE CHOSEN IN CHRIST.

Ephesians 1:4, “According as He hath
chosen us in Him before the foundation of the
world, that we should be holy and without
blame before Him in love.”

33. YOU ARE PREDESIGNED.

Ephesians 1:5, 11, “Having predestinated
us unto the adoption of children by Jesus
Christ to Himself, according to the good pleas-
ure of His will.” “In whom also we have ob-
tained an inheritance, being predestinated ac-
cording to the purpose of Him who worketh
all things after the counsel of His own will.”

34. YOU ARE A KING.

Ephesians 5:5, “For this ye know, that no
whoremonger, nor unclean person, nor covet-
ous man, who is an idolater, hath any inheri-
tance in the kingdom of Christ and of God.”

Revelation 1:6, “And hath made us kings
and priests unto God and His Father; to Him
be glory and dominion for ever and ever.
Amen.”

Here are 34 miracles that you RECEIVE
when you accept Jesus Christ as your per-
sonal Saviour.

1. They are obtained en toto at the moment of
salvation.

2. They are known only through the revealed
Word of God.

3. They are eternal in nature.
4. They are NOT related to human works.

5. They are not progressive. They cannot be
improved upon.

6. They are not experienced. They are not an
emotion.
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
